Integumentary Disease:  50 pts.
Your task will be to produce a thorough presentation on one human integumentary disease/ disorder.  The report may take one of several forms.  You may produce a traditional written report, a PowerPoint presentation, a website, poster board, or other media (please get approval from Ms. Schade).  The final form of presentation you choose will need to include all the elements listed in this rubric.  Each section is worth 10 pts.

In brief, the following elements are necessary for a complete presentation:

I. An introduction to the disease which will include a short statement on each of the following topics: (15 pts.)
1. The nature of the disease (what is the definition of this disease). 

2. The cause of the disease (typically a pathogen, although you may also choose a genetic disease). 

3. The prevalence of the disease (How many people are affected by the disease). 

4. The range of the disease (How is this disease distributed worldwide). 

5. The severity of the disease (How "bad" is the disease?  Is it fatal?  How many people who catch the disease actually die of this disease, are permanently scarred, etc.?) 

6. Any other interesting facts about the disease.

II. The basic biology of the pathogen including at least the following: (10 pts.)
1. An illustration, animation or photograph of the pathogen (cause of disease; virus, bacteria, microorganism, etc.). 

2. An illustration, animation or photograph of the appearance of any diseased organ or body part.
3. How the disease is transmitted.
III. How the disease is diagnosed and treated including: (15 pts.)
1. Typical symptoms 

2. Prevention of the disease 

3. Medical treatments including:

a. Modern medicine or drug therapies 

b. Vaccines 

c. Cutting-edge research 

d. The course of the disease and its prognosis. (What is the typical fate of the individual who catches this disease?)
IV. Fully annotated bibliography using Noodletools in MLA advanced form (10 pts.) (http://noodletools.com) Using Noodletools, prepare a proper bibliography with annotations.  This bibliography can be embedded in the presentation or linked to Ms. Schade’s noodletools folder (Skin Disease Research AP1 Block 1). You must include at least one book, one journal/magazine, and one web resource in your bibliography.
1. For every fact, group of facts or illustrations that you find on the web, you must provide a proper citation with the web address of the site where you found that information and include in your bibliography.
