Integumentary System:  Level 3:  Answers

1. 1st degree burns are marked by redness and sensitivity:  2nd degree burns are painful blisters to the skin:  3rd degree burns kill layers of the dermis and there is insensitivity to pain immediately after the injury.

2. increase blood flow to the skin followed by prespiration to cool the body
3. Piloerector muscle
4. basal cell carcinoma

5. mitosis

6.  The point on a ridge at or in front of the point where the “type lines” separate or diverge.  There will be either 0, 1, or 2 deltas in every print.

7. An arch is a print with 0 deltas, is then identified as either a plain (code AA) or tented (code TT) arch with code.

8. Loops have 1 delta, then identified as either radial or ulnar depeding on the angle of the loop.  You then draw a line from the delta to the middle of the loop and count the lines crossed.  An ulanr loop is the exact ridge count, a radial loop is the ridge count plus 50.

9. Whorl identifications have 2 deltas, then identified as either plain, central pocket, double loop, or accidental.  A tracing is then done from one delta to another to determine Inner, Outer, or Meeting tracing.

10. The NCIC code includes two characters for each finger, starting with the right thumb across to the right little finger, then from left thumb to left little finger.  This groups people according to pad Id- it does not account for individuals.
11.  Line identifications determine individuals such as bifurcations, line endings, lakes, dashes, and dots.
